Surviving Lord of the Flies:  A Tribal Affair

Purpose:  In order to fully understand the events that surround the characters in William Golding’s Lord of the Flies, we will create our own tribes.  These tribes will go through a series of specific challenges, incorporating the events from the novel.  These challenges will reinforce ideas from the novel and increase our understanding of its major ideas.

The challenges:  On several chosen class days, a different challenge will be announced.  Many of them will deal with an aspect of the chapter completed for the day.  A majority of them expect discussion between groups.  I will announce the rules for the challenge.  As a tribe, you will have a predetermined amount of time to complete the task.  The objective?  To outplay the other tribes to accumulate points.

Who is on your team: Morals and Values Test will decide 
The points:  While points will not directly determine your grade, they will build to some event at the end of the unit. Unless otherwise stated, points are as follows: 
1st  place in a challenge:   5 points

2nd place in a challenge:   4 points

3rd  place in a challenge:  3 points

4th  place in a challenge:   2 points

5th  place in a challenge:   1 point


6th Place in a challenge:    0 Points 
Results will be posted/announced weekly during our entire reading of LOTF/LOST.  Be prepared for unexpected twists along the way. The challenges listed are the ones I have planned, but some may arise.  Remember, there is a lesson in all of this.  Good luck!
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You and your English class have crashed on an uninhabited and possibly uncharted island.  No one is badly injured, and there is a plentiful amount of fruit and pigs on the island, so you won’t go hungry.  Fortunately, the island is temperate, so you won’t die of exposure from the cold or rain, though it can be uncomfortable.

With your group of four or five classmates, first name the island.  Then you will draft a “constitution” outlining the rights of the island’s citizens, the laws you create to protect those rights, crimes, punishments, and form of government (if any) that you need to exist peacefully on the island. You need at least five laws, five punishments (for the corresponding laws) and a description of how your government will function (what kinds of positions are necessary, how they are elected/appointed, term limits, power of leaders, etc.). Also, you should develop a plan for rescue.  You will be given a limited amount of class time during which you may work on these projects.  

You will be graded on the thoughtfulness of your laws, the fairness of your punishments, and the structure of your government.  Every group member should participate in the planning and presentation.

CHALLENGE #1: Introduction to Tribal Groups 
Every group is given a large piece of paper. On the paper do the following:

· Write your group name (Keep it appropriate!)

· Write your group members

· Choose your top three values as a society out of the following, and ensure they are written down on your paper: comfort, cooperation, safety, power, justice, understanding,  responsibility, trust, fairness, freedom, respect, aspiration 
· Create a group slogan/words to live by 
· Create a symbol that represents your group. Be ready to explain WHY you choose that symbol 
An automatic 5 points will be given to each group as long as the instructions were followed as listed above, and it is handed into the basket by the end of _________ class. 
CHALLENGE #2: Survival Test

I will hand out the survival test and as a group, WITHOUT ANY TECHNOLOGY, you will answer the questions with your group. Once I give the answers, the group with the most correct will win the most points. 

CHALLENGE #3: Historical Connection Inhumanity & Conformity (To be done after the general Q in LOTF) 
Target(s):
· I can understand the historical pertinence of this novel and connection to 
      the 21st Century.

In the novel, Lord of the Flies Golding is making a strong statement about society and human nature.  Golding states, “...the shortcomings in human nature will lead to an equally flawed society” (Thayer, pg.1).  In essence, the events that occur to the boys’ on the island can be seen within the 21st Century because humans still desire is survival and this is the reason for present violence, hatred, and anarchy. 

Homework Assignment #1: Inhumanity & Conformity

Each group member is responsible for finding a newspaper headline/picture that depicts man’s ability to be inhumane. Think of wars, mass killings, terrorism, torture, and so forth.

Compare these articles to the ones you PREVIOUSLY shared with the class about man’s good will. 

As a group, DECIDE on the following: 
We DO or we DO NOT have faith in humanity, and explain why using the articles/other literary and real world connections. Every group will have to do this one time and present to the class. 
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CHALLENGE #4 Breakout ED: You and your group are locked up in a room (It’s not really locked, but use your imagination) The ONLY way you can escape is if you finish the game in time. If not, there will be consequences. Solve the room the fastest to win points and be the Tribal Leaders. More information upon date. 
CHALLENGE #5 Panel Presentation: Panel discussions occur when a group discusses an issue by pooling the group’s knowledge and working toward a solution or decision.  Panel discussions encourage the sharing of different views.  They encourage participants and audience to adopt an attitude of inquiry. An attitude of inquiry is any process that has the aim of augmenting knowledge, resolving doubt, or solving a problem. They also allow for audience participation. More information upon date.
